Permission to Bring and Use a knife on Camp (Scouts & Explorers Only)
The Scout Association and Law of the Land are very strict about the use of knives.  However as a scout group we believe, knife craft can be a useful and important skill to learn if used appropriately and seriously.  Please read the following conditions.  If you and your son agree to them then please sign the agreement and return it to the Scout Leader.  A safe knife will be provided by the Scout Group if you do not wish to purchase one.

1) Scouts will only use a knife with a blade that folds away when not in use and locks into place when open (pen knives that easily fold in are no longer permitted; ‘flick knives’ are illegal.).
2) Scouts will follow the agreed method of passing any knife, axe or cutting tool.

3) A knife is a tool and will be used for productive purposes and not for playing around with – it will not be thrown it into the ground or any other material or used for carving up trees.
4) I agree that a knife is a tool and to be respected (not feared).  It can hurt someone if misused, and is not a toy to be used for games or hurting others.
5) If I purchase a knife to use on Scout camp or at a Scout Activity it:


- will not be over expensive


- it will always be used for a purpose suited to that knife


- it will have a blade no longer than 8cm (3 inches)


- will be made of quality materials


- will meet the requirements of point 1) above

- will be kept sharp and clean
6) I agree to complete my Axe and Knife certificate after I use a knife for a prolonged period and understand that this gives the holder the privilege to use a knife. I also understand this permission is removable at any time if a rule is broken.
7) Scouts will never wear a knife in public as this is against the Law.  Instead it will be packed away securing in a kit bag.  The knife must then be handed to a leader at arrive on camp where it will be placed in a secure box along with other knives and axes.  These can be collected and returned to the Scout Leader as the need arises.  Designated cutting areas may be in force on a camp. 
The Scout Leader maintains the right to forbid the use of and confiscate a knife if it does not meet the above requirements.
